Day 4: 02 Jan’27/Sat: Half day Cusco City tour & nearby ruins. Cusco – Lima (B L D) 

Start the tour by heading to Main Square Plaza de Armas, the Cathedral 

of Cusco and the Koricancha or Temple of the Sun where we will find 

one of the best samples of the skill of the Incas on stone. Then journey to 

the remarkable fortress of Sacsayhuaman, a true masterpiece of military 

architecture constructed from enormous stones meticulously cut and 

precisely assembled. Also explore the Qenqo complex, featuring 

limestone rocks with underground galleries historically used for 

agricultural rituals.  

 

The tour will then lead to Tambomachay, known for its well-preserved structures and intricate water 

channels, often referred to as the "Bath of the Incas."

Transfer to airport to take flight to Lima. (Tentative Flight LA2042 CUZ LIM 16:30 18:00). Upon arrival, 

transfer to hotel.

Day 1: 24 Jan’27/Sun: Arrive Buenos Aires port. Half day Buenos Aires City tour (L D) 
 

On an unforgettable route, live out all the porteño magic. These few hours feature all the magic of 

Argentina’s capital city. In this most complete overview of the Paris of South America, visit the 

glamorous neighbourhoods of Recoleta and its most famous cemetery, 

Palermo, May Square and the Pink House, the Metropolitan Cathedral, the 

newest & trendiest Puerto Madero Area and many other emblematic 

buildings and palaces of unique architectural, historical, and cultural value.  

 

The visit will not be complete without the sights of the first settlements of 

the city of Buenos Aires. The pintoresque neighbourhood of San Telmo, 

residence to the porteño aristocracy until the end of the XIX century and 

where the renowned antiques market is held every Sunday; Caminito 

Street, in the colourful, Italian immigrant neighbourhood of La Boca.

Dinner and Tango show at El Aljibe (Duration: 4 hrs 30mins) 

Shared service at El Aljibe - Private transfer with guide. 

This complete tango show covers the history of Buenos Aires´ most iconic music from the 1920s to the 

modern edge of composer Astor Piazzolla, with a cast of twenty dancers and a talented music quintet. 

To the melody of the piano, the violins and the bandoneón, a delicious 3-course dinner with wine is

Day 2: 25 Jan’27/Mon: Buenos Aires – Iguazu. Half day Brazilian Falls Tour (B L D) 

 

Transfer to domestic airport with guide for to take the flight to Iguazu. (Tentative flight AR1774 EZE IGR 

07:30 09:25). Transfer to hotel.  

 

Half day Brazilian Falls Tour: Located on the west end of the Paraná river, the Iguazú Park is a huge 

tropical rainforest which has been declared a World Heritage Site. It is one of the largest forest reserves 

in South America. Countless flora and fauna species live in it. The contrast of green, dense vegetation, 

black basaltic rocks and the whirlwind of water that precipitates from 72m high causes an intense 

communion with nature. From a 1,000-meter footbridge, you will be able to admire the majestic Iguazú 

Falls and the Salto Floreano viewpoint.  
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Lunch at local restaurant inside the National Park.

Day 3: 26 Jan’27/Tue: Full day Argentinian Falls Tour. Iguazu falls – Buenos Aires (B L D) 

 

Iguazú National Park a total of 55,500 hectares bears the name of the river serving as northern border, 

which means "great waters" in the guaraní language. Surrounded by a lush subtropical rainforest, is the 

majestic Iguazú Waterfalls. Its water volume and more than 275 falls place it among the most important 

and spectacular waterfalls in the world.  

 

On different footbridges, visit the heart of the waterfalls, appreciating 

them from different angles. Visit the lower circuit, and feel part of 

nature, with waterfall drizzle. On the upper circuit, stop at different 

viewpoints, and then reach the balcony at Garganta del Diablo (Devil"s 

Throat). No doubt, this is the most amazing of all falls: water cascades 

from 80 meters.  

Lunch at La Selva restaurant. 

Transfer from hotel to Puerto Iguazu airport with guide. (Tentative flight AR1791 IGR AEP 19:55 21:55). Upon 

arrival, transfer to the hotel.

VISAS 

Singapore citizens do not currently require a visa to enter Peru or Argentina for tourism purposes. 

Malaysian citizens: 

• are not required a Tourist visa to visit Argentina for up to thirty (30) days 

• are not required a Tourist visa to visit Peru for up to ninety (90) days 

 

VACCINATIONS 

 

• No vaccinations are mandatory for entry into Peru or Argentina 

• Singapore Yellow Fever Requirements (for re-entry into Singapore) 

- Mandatory 

- The International Certificate of Vaccination for yellow fever becomes valid 10 days after 

vaccination* and the validity lasts for the life of the person vaccinated 
*For example, if the vaccine was administered on 1 January 2021, the vaccination certificate is
